Playoffs: Top 8 teams 9/6, 9/13, 9/20
Banquet: Sept 11th 5:30pm
FORMAT: 2 person teams will “scramble” through 9 holes with a team handicap.  1 point for each hole and 1 point for low net score will be awarded.  Weekly points and standing will be kept.  We will alternate nines each week.  The top 8 teams will make a playoff to determine the overall league champs.
FEES: The sponsor fee for the league will be $90.00 per team.  The sponsor fee will be used for the banquet, closest to pin prizes, entry into the Hole in One Club, and any other league expenses.  The sponsor fee will be due by the Captain’s meeting (OR BEFORE) March 13th.  The league greens fee is $16.00 per player to walk or $24.00 to ride.  Players with the Capitol Region Golf Card save $2.00 dollars off the riding rate.    

HOLE IN ONE CLUB: New for 2024.  All players & subs are eligible and entered.  This money will be evenly distributed to any player who has an ace during an official league match, which is witnessed by an opponent.  No aces will result in the money being added to the league budget.  2023 prize pool would have been over $725!!!
ABSENT PLAYERS/TEAMS:  Substitutes are permitted throughout the season for 1 or both team members.  Matches being rescheduled must be completed prior to the next match.  If a team is absent or rescheduling isn’t an option play the match as normal; 5 points will be awarded along with ½ point for each net stoke under par.  

If one person from the team plays, they are entitled only to one shot.  They will use the lowest team handicap that they have been associated with.

STARTING TIMES: Teams are to check in at the pro shop and have paid the appropriate fees prior to each match.  Starting times:

April, August 5:15PM

May, June, July 5:30PM

September 5:00PM

If there are open holes on the nine the match is to be played warm up holes are permitted (up to 45 minutes before starting time).  A $10 fee will be added to players wishing to play earlier.  If a team is late, they lose all holes missed plus they will not be eligible for the point total.  Please respect golfers finishing up their rounds.  Due to an outing taking longer than anticipated, league play may start a few minutes late. Thank you for your patience.
HANDICAPS: Established handicaps will carry over from the previous season however, handicaps will be removed after one season of inactivity.  Team handicaps will be figured out by taking 96% of the best 3 of 5 scores.  If a match consists of a team with no handicap that team figures a new handicap while the opposing team uses their established handicap.  6 strokes are the maximum differential between teams. Handicaps will be adjusted weekly until playoffs begin.
PRIZES:  $10 Bridges gift cards for 2 weekly closest to pin prizes  

Season Points Leaders-

1st $180, 2nd $90, and 3rd $30
Playoff winners-

1st $150, 2nd 75.00

(Based on 20 teams)

RAINOUTS:  The latest a match will be delayed due to inclement weather will be 6:00pm.  Matches will be declared official if all teams complete 4 holes.  Unfinished holes and total score point will be halved.  Strokes will fall as normal on the completed holes.  Every effort will be made to complete the matches that evening.  The league rain check policy will be prorated credit for carts and green fees for players with holes not finished. 
IT IS THE RESPONSIBILITY OF PLAYERS TO PICK UP RAIN CHECKS THAT NIGHT!!!
PLAYOFFS:  The top 8 teams will play an elimination style playoff, (1 vs.8, 2 vs. 7 and so on).  A team must have played together 3 times to be eligible for the playoffs. Ties for the last spot into the playoffs will be broken with a sudden death playoff (1st lowest score) prior to the 1st playoff match.  Ties for the final standings and throughout the playoffs will be broken with a sudden death playoff.  The proshop will try to accommodate having the match resume where it left off but can’t guarantee due to previously scheduled play.  Complimentary greens & cart fees are provided for the final match of the playoffs.
RULES:

1.  Spots for past teams will be held until 3/13/24.  Starting March 14th new teams will be accepted which could result in past teams being excluded.

2.  USGA rules apply (rules book) – Local rules listed on Bridges scorecard.
3.  “Gimmies” are not optional but are also not expected to be egregious.
4.  Max score is double bogey.  

5.  Scorecards, handicaps, and schedules will be posted in the meeting room.

6.  You may move the ball 1 club everywhere, but you can’t change the condition.
7.  Ball must be dropped in hazards.
8.  Blue Tees – Professionals; White tees- Men; Red tees- Ladies; seniors (65+) as of 4/5/24 may play the gold tees.
9.  Parking lot – If a ball comes to rest in the parking lot it will be dropped next to the dumpster area with no penalty.  If the ball is not found or is over the parking lot, it will be considered out of bounds.

10.  Substitutes $25 to attend league banquet.
11.  Signed & totaled scorecards are to be turned in following play – they are official once handed in.
